The next sprint regatta may seem a long way off but between now and then but many of

us will be off on summer holidays, so please would you let me know as soon as you can

whether you can come to Nottingham and race for the club at this important

competition.

To put everyone in the picture, this is the last regatta in the season. It's the Inter-Club

Sprint Racing Regatta, for which we will compete for the MacGregor Paddle. This

prestigious piece of old wood from 'Rob Roy' MacGregor's kit bag (see,

http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/John_MacGregor_(sportsman) ) goes to the club gaining the

most points at this regatta.

1 point for every paddler competing at the inter-club regatta

20 points down to 1 point on the best 12 K1/C1 results in all finals

20 points down to 1 point on the best 6 K2/C2 results in all finals

20 points down to 1 point on the best 3 K4 results in all finals

Also,

1 point for each promotion during the season

-1 point for each penalty incurred during the last five regattas.

Last year with a good turnout we scored maximum points in the K1/C1, K2/C2, K4 classes

and were placed second only on the number of single point scored!

So please do make the commitment to come along.
